I am conceiving adult education in
terms of a new technique for learning, a
technique as essential to the college
graduate as to the unlettered manual
worker. It represents a process by which
the adult learns to become aware of and to
evaluate his experience. To do this he
cannot begin by studying “subjects” in the
hope that some day this information will
be useful. On the contrary, he begins by
giving attention to situations in which he
finds himself, to problems which include
obstacles to his self-fulfillment. Facts and
information from the differentiated spheres
of knowledge are used, not for the purpose
of accumulation, but because of need in
solving problems. In this process the
teacher finds a new function. He is no
longer the oracle who speaks from the
platform of authority, but rather the guide,
the pointer-out who also participates in
learning in proportion to the vitality and
relevance of his facts and experiences. In
short, my conception of adult education is
this: a  cooperative  venture  in

nonauthoritarian, informal learning, the
chief purpose of which is to discover the
meaning of experience; a quest of the mind
which digs down to the roots of the
preconceptions which formulate our
conduct; a technique of learning for adults
which makes education coterminous with
life and hence elevates living itself to the
level of adventurous experiment.
