“Many medical schools still offer little or
no instructions about sexual behaviour and
its disorder. There is serious omission and
we see no reason why it should not be
immediately rectified......

Doctors are frequently consulted about
sexual development in childhood and early
adolescence, about sexual difficulties in
marriage and about sexual deviation.
Particularly when there is very widespread
public discussion about these matters,
doctors should be able to treat them with
informed understanding.
