The late Vedic period witnessed the

progressive  expansion of  Aryan
settlements down the northern corridor,
first into the Doab and then into the
Middle Ganges

Aryan

valley. The earliest
India-Pakistan
(Aryavarta or Brahmavarta) was in the

homeland in

Punjab and the valleys of the Saraswati
and Drishadvati rivers in the time of the
Rigveda. Thereafter is shifted into the
Mid-land (Madhyades$a), the Doab
