In the meantime, Khalid ibn-al-walid, “The sword of Allah”, who was operating
in al-Iraq at the head of some five hundred Riddah veterans in
co-operation with the banu-Shayban, a subtribe of the Bakr ibn-wa’il domiciled on the
Persian border, was ordered by Abu-Bakr to rush to the relief of his fellow generals on
the Syrian front. Though a minor affair in itself and undertaken possibly without the
knowledge of the caliph, chronologically the raid on al-‘Iraq stands, at the
commencement of the Moslem military enterprises.
